Tato norma ustavuje proces, principy a terminologii mana-
gementu kontinuity ¢innosti organizace (business
continutiy management, BCM). U¢elem této normy je

organizacemi. Zaroven umoziuje organizaci konzistentnim
a uznavanym zplsobem hodnotit zplsobilost BCM.

Tato norma poskytuje systém zalozeny na spravné praxi
BCM. Tato norma je urcena k uziti kymkoli, kdo ma
odpovédnost za provoz organizace nebo poskytovani
sluzeb, od vrcholového vedeni, pfes vSechny Urovné
organizace, od organizaci s mistni plisobnosti az po ty

s plsobnosti globalni. Je uréena samostatnym obchod-
nikdm, malym a stfednim podniklm i spole¢nostem
zaméstnavajicim tisice lidi. Je tedy pouzitelnad kazdym, kdo
ma odpovédnost za jakoukoli ¢innost a tedy i za jeji
kontinuitu.

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1 Scope and applicability

This British Standard establishes the process, principles
and terminology of business continuity management
(BCM). The purpose of this Standard is to provide a basis
for understanding, developing and implementing business
continuity within an organization and to provide
confidence in the organization's dealings with customers
and other organizations. It also enables the organization to
measure its BCM capability in a consistent and recognized
manner.

This Standard provides a system based on BCM good
practice. This Standard is intended for use by anyone with
responsibility for business operations or the provision of
services, from top management through all levels of the
organization; from those with a single site to those with

a global presence; from sole traders and small-to-medium
enterprises (SMEs) to organizations employing thousands
of people. It is therefore applicable to anybody who holds
responsibility for any operation, and thus the continuity of
that operation.

This Standard does not cover the activities of emergency
planninginasmuch as that topic relates to civil
emergencies.

NOTE Ultimately, no matter how much effort or resource is
invested in business continuity management, an
organization could still be faced with an incident or
combination of incidents it did not forsee.
